Implements: Multi-percussion sticks (wood beads with felt balls on the opposite ends), heavy-gauge brushes,
medium-gauge triangle beater, snare drum sticks (appropriate for a Field Drum).

Note about heads and tuning - The sound of the field drum should be deep and robust, but still articulate,
similar to a modern day rope tension drum than and contemporary marching snare. In order for the brushes to
sound effective (rehearsal marking 217-234) use coated heads for the concert snare and concert toms.
